During the
week, special roll-off containers will be made available at the Public Works facility located at 201 Brown
Street.

A City of Lampasas Utility Bill must be presented to City Staff prior to unloading.
If no Utility Bill is presented a Five Dollar ($5.00) fee per load will be charged.

All Fees: Must be paid at City Hall prior to taking items/tires to the Public Works facility.
Payments will be accepted at the Public Works facility on Saturday.

Citizens may dump their trash in the containers provided during the designated times below. A City employee
will be on site to assist in unloading.

April 23rd (Saturday) Clean Sweep Hours 9:00 am to 4:00 pm

Tire disposal fees per tire: Passenger vehicle (Size - 15” or below) $  1.00

Truck (Size – 16” to 24”) $  2.00
WITH RIM $  4.00
Tires over 24” $ 20.00
